Plan to arrive by 8:00 p.m. and stay until 9:15 a.m. Park in the main church lot. The St. Andrew’s Family Shelter staff will
greet you and orient you to the shelter and your overnight duties.

Introduce yourself to families and be available to talk with guests if they wish to converse.

Be a model for shelter rules and remind families of the shelter rules when needed.

Prepare bag lunches for the following day as requested.

Encourage bedtime routine—help children to slowly stop thelir activities, facilitate pick-up of the common spaces.

Secure the facility for the evening. Make sure the doors are locked, extraneous lights are off, and kitchen area is tidy.

Sleep in the designated volunteer area. You will need to bring your own bedding with you, such as sheets or a sleeping bag,
and a pillow.

Provide a wake-up call for families around 7 a.m. on weekdays {depending on when school busses and transportation is
scheduled). No wake-up call is needed on the weekends, as the shelter remains open all day.

Prepare and serve continental breakfast and tidy up kitchen and eating area after use.

Check in the keys from the famities as they leave for the day.

Secure the facility for the day — make sure the doors are lacked {you can go out the back door), site is tidy, and lights are off.
